Chapter One: General terms and Objectives
Article I- Name: Iran Translators Guild Union

nceded and after securing permission from the Interior Ministry, the Umon may establish branch or
representative offices in other citics of Iran.

Articles 3- Nationality: Members of the Union are Iranian and have e pledged their allegiance to the
Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Tran.

Chapter two: condition and membership and types of membership

Article 6- All expert translators of foreign Ianuuanes with the following conditions may apply tor
membership:

L. In the case of main members. A certificate from official authoritics of the country stating knowledge
of the holder in translation (i.e. at least a bachelors’ degree in a foreign language field and or at least
two translation works (book or articles) that are published publicly)

Note: membership might be terminated upon the member’s request. losing of membership conditions
by the member. or request of the majority of the members of the Board of Directors and approval of
the General Assembly.

2. Honorary members who have outstanding scientific research or study work records and may
receive membership right upon recommendation by the Board of Directors and approval of the
General Assembly.

Note 1- Non-lranian honorary membership must be in compliance with the goals of the Islamic
Republic of Iran and their merits and competency must be confirmed by the Commission of
Article 10 of Parties Act,

Note 2- Such members are cultural ambassadors of Iran Translators Guild Union selected from
among the scholars who have translated renowned Larsi literary works or have made great
contribution in representing and introducing [ranian culture, art, and literaturc to other languages
and as a result of their works. the international community has acquired better understanding of
the ancient Iranian culture and civilization. These members might be also selected from among
personalities recommended by Iranian cultural attachés in other countries.

Chapter Three: Organs
Article 8- Organs: General Assembly. the Board of Directors. and Inspector(s)

a. General Assembly
Article 9- General Assembly is the highest decision making body in the Union. which convenes
ordinary, ordinary but in extra ordinary manner or extraordinarily.

Article 10- General Assembly shall be held once a year in October or November in compliance
of the formalities noted hercin. To enter session, half plus one main members must attend the
meeting and approvals are legal when the majority of the attended members vote for them.
Should the required number of main member fail to attend the Assembly, the meeting shall be
held for the second time within one month with whatever number of participants. Ordinary
General Assembly can be held extraordinary upon the request and call by the Board ot Directors.
the inspector, and/or one-third of all main members: in whatever case. agenda of the meeting
must be specified in the written invitation.

Note 1- All the General Assembly mectings must be held after securing permission from Interior
Ministry.

Note 2-: Should the Board of Directors fails to hold the annual General Assembly meeting in due
date. the inspector(s) is required to call for such meeting upon securing permission from Interior
Ministry.

Article 11- Invitation to General Assembly meeting must be issued in a mass circulation
newspaper. written invitation letter or other information means (SMS.email, etc.).The invitation

musl be issued at least two weeks in advance.

Article 12- Liabilities of the Ordinary General Assembly:

1. To determine the members of the Board of Directors and inspector(s):
2. To hear and examine the reports by the Board of Directors and inspector(s):
3. To determine gencral strategies ol the Union:
4. To examine and approve/reject recommendations by the Board of Directors.
5. T'o determine annual membership annual fee and approve balance sheet and budget of the
Union; and
6. T'o determine mass circulation newspaper or other ways 1o notify the members and issue
notice and calls.
Article 13- Extraordinary General Assembly shall be held by observing legal formalities specified in Art. 1]
hereof, following the same procedure that is needed for Ordinary General Assemblies, and in the following

cases.

I. Upon request and invitation of the majority members of the Board of Directors or inspector(s)

2. Upon request and invitation of one-third of the main members of the Union.
Note 1- Extraordinary General Assembly enters session when the same conditions as noted for Ordinary
General Assembly meeting are met.

Note 2- Decisions made by the Extraordinary General Assembly are legal when two-third of the attendances
votes [or them.

Article 14- When the Extraordinary General Assembly is called by the inspector(s) or one-third of the main
members of the Union. the case must be notified in written 1o the Chairman of the Board of Dircctors. If so.
the chairman is required to convene the Extraordinary General Assembly meeting as per the contents herein
within 15 days at most: otherwise. the inspector or representative of the members who called the meeting
shall hold the Extraordinary General Assembly meeting within 10 days and by securing permission of the
Interior Ministry.

Article 15- Liabilitics of the Extraordinary General Assembly

| Toapprove amendments of the Articles of Associations;

2. To examine and approve dissolution of the Union; and

3. To dismiss members of the Board of Directors.
Note 1- Dismissing the Board of Directors or majority of the members of the board upon request of one-third
of the main members of the Union or inspector(s) can be in the agenda after negotiating the case with the
Interior Ministry.

Note 2- Upon approval of collective dismissal of the Board of Directors. the Extraordinary General
Assembly shall appoint a group made of three main members of the Board to execute the approval and the
legal formalities Lo appoint a new Board of Directors.

Article 16- General Assembly meetings shall be run by board’s Pracsidium including a secretary and two
supervisors who are not Board members. inspector(s). or candidates for these positions.

Note 1-Members of the Praesidium are chosen from among the candidates in the Assembly and are in charge
of managing the meeting according Lo the agenda and also preparing and submitting The mimuies of mecting
to the Interior Ministry. e :

Note 2-The Praesidium body shall affix a copy of the minutes of meeting to inform the members at the
bureau of the Union.

B. Board of Directors

Article 17- The Union is managed by a Raard of Directors comprised of' 5 main members and 2 alternate
members, who have at least extended their membership for two consecutive years, for threc years.

Note 1- Branches of the Union can be established in other cities ol [ran in accordance with Art.2 herein and
managed by a Board of Directors with three members who must be elected by the members of that branch.
Members of such Board of Directors are required Lo follow the instructions of the central Board of Directors.
Minimum number of members to establish a branch is 30 and in absence of such quorum. burcau or
representative office can be set up in provincial eities.

Note 2-The Board of Directors convenes by attendance of half plus one members and decisions arc
enforceable three yes votes.

Note 3- Members of the Board of Directors shall hold a meeting one week following their election to choose
a Chairman, a vice Chairman, and a treasurer and submit the minutes of their meeting to the Interior
Ministry. Limits of authorities of the Board of Directors are as per the by-law.

Note 4- Members of the Board of Directors are obliged to attend the Board’s meeting and unjustified absence
without prior notice for three consecutive sessions or five non-consecutive sessions is deemed as resignation.
Note 5- In case of resignation, death. or disqualification of membership in the Board of Directors. the
alternate members shall take the office for the rest of the term. If the vacant seats in the Board ol Directors
are not filled by the alternate members. a mid-term election shall be held afier negotiating the terms with
[nterior Ministry.

Note 6 — Apart from the meetings that are routinely held (once a month at least). additional mectings can be
held when needed by written notification/telephone call by the Chairman or vice Chairman. The interval
between issuing the invitation and the meeting must be three days at least.

Note 7- Since members of the Board of Directors are chosen from amang the mémbers who are residents of
Tehran Province (to facilitate attending board meetings and fulfilling of responsibilities) and as establishing
Board of Directors for the provincial members is possible only by observing the terms of the Note 1-Art.17,
therefore, the main members from other cities in which no branch has been established may not stand as
candidate for membership in the Board of Directors or inspector of the central branch of the Union in Tehran.
Article 18- General Assembly shall appoint members of the Board of Directors for three years. Re-
election of the Board members is permissible and the Board ol the Directors is required to hold clection for
the new Board of Directors three months in advance of termination of the incumbent board through
coordination with Interior Ministry and notity the ministry of the results within one week.

Article 19- The Board of Directors is legal representative of the Union with the following authorities:

To protect and preserve movable and imemovable propertics, o manage the accounts of the Union. o settle
the debts and collect the claims. to execute apprevals of the General Assembly. 1o open bank accounts. 10
carry out legal formalitics needed.to purste -L@(Lax, and registration affairs at whatever stage and level. o
appoint attorney and arbitrator with right to substitution, to sctile the cases at courts, to provide the
opportunity for membership of the appiicaﬁils, and to change the Headquarters address if need, In general, the

Board of Directors possesses the full power in carrving out its liabilities according to its discretion and in
observance of the interests of the Union in transacting movable and immovable properties, mortgaging.
removing mortgage. and borrowing. except in the case of selling immovable properties. which needs
approval of the General Assembly.

Note 1- Except for the matters about which the authority to make decision is explicitly bestowed to the
General Assembly as per the Articles of Association. the Board of Directors has the power to handle the
Affairs of the Union within the scope of subject matter of the Union.

Note 2- All documents, bonds. and binding instruments will remain valid while signed by the Chairman ol
the Board of Directors or vice Chairman of the Board of Directors, the treasurer, and stamped by the stamp of
the Union.

Note 3- The Board of Directors may select one of its member or a member of the Union or a real person as
Managing Director and determine scope of his‘her power. The Managing Director acts as representative and
signatory of the Union within the scope of power granted by the Board of Directors.

Note 4- The Board of Directors may form special commitiee of the members who meet the required
condition to fulfill the objectives noted herein after securing permission from Interior Ministry.

Note 5- Exccutive by-laws of this Articles of Assaciation are enforceable after approval of the Board of
Dircctors and Interior Ministry.

¢. Inspectors

Article 20- Ordinary General Assembly meeting shall elect a main nspector and an alternate inspector for a
term ol one year.

Note 1- Reelection of the inspector(s) is free of impediment.

Note 2- Members of the Board of Directors, Managing Director, and their relatives (by marriage or blood
relatives) cannol be elected as inspector.

Article 21- liabilities of the inspector(s)

1. To examine all financial documents and papers of the Union and prepare report for the General
Assembly,

7 Toexamine annual report of the Board of Directors (financial and non-financial) and prepare a report
of performance of the Union for the Gieneral Assembly.
3. Toreport, to the General Assembly. any breach of the contents herein and approvals of the General

Assembly by the members of the Board of Director.
Note: Reports by the inspectot(s) must be available in the Headquarters at least one week before the date of
General Assembly meeting for the member to study.
Article 22- All papers and documents of the Union whether financial or non-financial must be made
available by the Board of Directors for the inspector(s) and representatives of the Commission of Article 10
of Parties Act,

Chapter Four+Budget and other conditions

Article 23- Budget of the Union 9 collected Through gifts, , accepting of will, endowment, and annual
membership fee. ]

Article 24- All the collected sums of money and expenditures and their details must be recorded in books of
the union and made available to the Commission of Arl. 10 of Parties Activities Act at end of each fiscal vear.

Note 1- All financial books of the Union must be made available for tax alTairs offices when needed.
Note 2- Fiscal year of the Union starts on 21° of March and ends on 20" of March of the lollowing year.

Note 3- All extra revenue after paying the costs and expenses of running the Union shall be deposited in one
of the country’s banks.

Article 25- All documents, files. and official notes shall be kept in the Headquarters. Formal
correspondences will remain valid while signed by the Chairman or Vice Chairman ot the Board of Dircctors
and stamped by the stamp of the Union.

Note — Approvals and minutes of meeting the Board of Directors shall be recorded in specific books
chronologically and undersigned by the members of the Board.

Article 26- Amendments to the Articles of Association and number of members of the Board of Dircctors
and inspector(s) is valid when approved by the Commission ot Art.10 of Parties Activities Act and noted in
olficial gazette of Islamic Republic of Iran.

Note — The Headquarters and domicile of the members ol the Board of Directors and the signatories must be
recorded and any changes shall be reported to Interior Ministry: otherwise the old addresses will be deemed
as formal address.

Article 27: The Union will have an emblem and an official stamp and the form and text ot which shall be
approved by the Board of Dircctors and licensed by Interior Ministry.

Note- The Board of Directors is legally responsible for any usage of the stamp and the emblem of the Union.
Article 28- Because the union is non-commercial in nature, it cannot enter commercial operations.
Article 29- Dissolution: The union will be terminated in the following cases:

[. Decision by the Extraordinary General Assembly
2. Ifno measure is taken to fulfill the objectives of the union or they are found unachievable alter one
vear.
3. Upon request of the Commission of Art. 10 of Parties Activities Act and court order.
Article 30- In the case of dissolution of the Union, the Extraordinary General Assembly will appoint a
hquidation commitiee board (three members at least) from the main members, The board is responsible for
settlement of debts and collection claims of the Union under supervision of the Commission of Art. 10 of
Parties Activities Act. transfer properties and assets of the Union to other entities with similar nature or
endow them for charity. The Board shall submit a report of its measures with all details to the Commission of
Art. 10 of Parties Activities Act.
Article 31- This Articles of Association was amended in four chapters. 31 articles, and 32 notes and
approved by the General Assembly of Iran Translators Guild Union on 11 March 2014,
